This is the main water cone.  When water first
enters the plant it is pumped into the bottom
of the cone.  It is swirled around and the particles not
wanted in the water collect at the bottom and
the clean water is taken from off of the top of the cone.

The water from the main cone then goes into the filter tank  from the effluent piping system,
which is on the piping drawing.  Here it is treated again by going through
three filtering processes.  After these filtering it goes through a long maze of pipes and gets
treated with chlorine before the water is usable by the district.
